CONSTITUTION  AND  BYLAWS

Article I  - Name

Gopher  State  Chevys

Article II – Purpose

The purpose of this organization, hereafter referred to as the ‘club’ shall be to establish a club for the purpose of restoration and preservation of 1955 to 1972 Chevrolet vehicles.
Article III – Affiliation

This club shall be affiliated with Eckler’s Classic Chevy International as a local chapter of the Eckler’s Late Great Chevy division.

It is encouraged but not required that all members of this club be members of Classic Chevy International.

Article IV – Membership
Membership shall be open to persons with a genuine interest in 1955 thru 1972 Chevrolet vehicles. Ownership of a Chevrolet vehicle of 1955 thru 1972 vintage is not required.
Enrollment will require annual membership dues as determined by the club board and club membership to be due and payable April first of each year. Dues will be prorated for new members joining after April first. The family of each member shall be included in the membership.
Article V – Officers
The officers of the club shall consist of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Public Relations. Other officer positions, deemed necessary, shall be created by the club officers and the club membership.

The club officers shall be elected by the club membership to serve for a period of two (2) years.

The President shall be nominated in August by the club membership and will select his/her cabinet of officers by the September meeting.
A club member must be a club member for a minimum of one (1) year in order to run for club officer.

An officer may be removed from office, for cause, by a majority vote of the membership.
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The PRESIDENT shall be the chief officer of this club and shall preside at all meetings of its membership. The President shall supervise all affairs of the club and meetings of its membership.
The VICE PRESIDENT shall act as the President of this club in the absence of the President. The Vice President shall act as the President if the office becomes vacant, until a meeting of the membership can elect a successor. The Vice President shall head all committees and report to the President and membership of the club.

The SECRETARY shall record all proceedings of this club and shall be empowered to certify jointly with the President as to such proceedings. The Secretary shall also handle all correspondence and maintain an attendance record for each meeting of the club.

The TREASURER shall have custody of all club securities and shall keep the books belonging to the club with full and accurate accounts of all receipts and disbursements. The Treasurer shall deposit all money, securities and other valuable effects in the name of the club in such depositories as may be designed for that purpose by the membership. The Treasurer shall disburse the funds of the club as directed by the officers and the membership, taking proper vouchers for such disbursement, and shall render to the officers and the membership at regular monthly meetings or whenever requested by them an accounting of all his/her transactions as Treasurer and of the financial condition of the club.
The PUBLIC RELATIONS/AFFAIRS DIRECTOR shall take charge of any public affairs the club may be asked or required to attend and will work with the Vice President on promotion on events the club may organize. The Public Relations/Affairs Director is also responsible for handling club public relations with other clubs, the news media, members of the general public etc.

CLUB MERCHANDISE responsibility will be assigned and / or voted upon by the officers and the membership.

Article VI – Resignation and Expulsion

A club member may resign by written notice to the Secretary or Treasurer. His/Her resignation shall become effective upon payment of any and all indebtedness due the club.

Member expulsion and/or other disciplinary measures taken with regard to failure to pay dues, fees, infraction of the association rules and regulations and/or other causes shall be determined by the majority of voting members and after the member(s), under action, shall have been given written notices, at their last known address, of their right to submit position to the voting membership.
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Article VII – Meetings
The annual meeting of the club shall be held at the October meeting for the purpose of annual reports of officers and committees and the election of officers (every two (2) years), and such other business as may come before the meeting.

The monthly club meetings shall be held on the third Thursday. No monthly meeting will be held on a national holiday weekend, but may be re-scheduled on the Thursday before or after the scheduled date. The membership may vote to leave the meeting on the national holiday weekend by a majority of voting members.
All monthly meetings will begin at 7:30pm or adjusted by a consensus of the officers and membership.

Special meetings may be called, for cause, by the President and/or at the request of five (5) or more members.
For voting purposes, a quorum shall be defined as a majority of the total membership attending a club meeting.

Members shall not drive recklessly in conjunction with club meetings or events. Written notice shall be given to any member that violates this ruling and upon the second violation, may be expelled by a vote of the membership.

Article VIII – Amendments to the Constitution and bylaws.
Any member, in good standing, may make a motion to the club President a proposal in writing to correct irregularities, make changes, additions or deletions to the constitution and bylaws. This and other proposed changes will be considered and voted on by the membership. If approved the master copy of the Constitution and Bylaws will be amended and copies distributed to the membership.
Article IX – Member Purchase of Club Merchandise.
Club merchandise must be paid for at the time order is placed to receive merchandise.
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This Constitution and Bylaws were approved and adopted by a two-thirds vote of the club membership present at a meeting held on the 26th day of March, 1982

This updated Constitution and Bylaws were approved by a majority vote of the club membership of this association present at a meeting held on the 18th day of April, 1991.

This revised Constitution and Bylaws are submitted for approval on the 2nd day of May, 2009/
