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How I acquired and restored my ’63 Impala SS

I found my ’63 Impala in Clovis, New Mexico.  It was originally owned by a friend of mine, John Perez.  John was severely injured in 1991, and in order to pay his sizable hospital bills he had to sell his Chevy.  I hauled the car home, and over the next three years treated it to an off-the-frame restoration.  The engine went to Wagomen Bros for a complete rebuild and upgrade.  I installed new ball joints and bushings in the front end, installed a 3:55 ring gear and pinion gear set in the driving axle, rewelded all the seams in the frame and then boxed the frame.  I replaced the body mount pads and bolts, installed a power brake unit, replaced the power steering pump and cylinder, and replaced the air conditioning compressor and receiver drier.  The car had factory air that hadn’t been operative for several years.  Now it was time for a new paint job.  The frame would be powder coated semi-gloss black, the body would be PPG Tabasco Red.

Like all big Chevys of that era it’s a great road car, it’s a pleasure to drive, it has won several trophies at various car shows, and I wouldn’t hesitate to drive it anywhere in the country.

Chevrolet, The First 100 Years

Chevrolet was born on November 3, 1811.  That was the day William C. Durant incorporated The Chevrolet Motor Car Company.  In the year Chevrolet was born, there were 270 auto companies operating in the United States.  Its survival was certainly not ensured.  But Chevrolet not only endured, it prospered.  It went on to become one of the few American auto brands to reach the century mark, and it was the number-one-selling brand in the United States in the majority of those years.  Let’s take a look at some of the events and milestones that have marked Chevrolet’s 100 years
The 1912 Chevrolet six, riding on a 120 inch wheelbase, powered by a 299-cubin-inch six cylinder engine, it costs more than $2000.00, and not at all what Billy Durant had envisioned for the Chevrolet.
The Bow-Tie emblem, first applied to a Chevrolet in 1914.  As Durant told the story, he’d seen the design on the wallpaper of a hotel room in Paris.
The Chevrolet four-ninety.  In 1915 Chevrolet at last had a direct competitor to the Model T: the Four-Ninety.  It cost $490, which also happened to the price of a Model T.  Henry Ford retaliated by dropping the T’s price by $50.00.
The first Chevrolet truck appeared in 1918.  Trucks slowly became an important part of Chevrolet’s business.  In 1989 Chevy trucks began outselling Chevy cars and account for a majority of the brand’s profits
GMAC formed in 1919, it greased the financial wheels of the auto industry.  Financing allowed dealers to have more cars on hand, and it freed buyers from having to save up the purchase price of a car – a significant sum even for buyers of low-priced cars.  Chevrolet’s ability to let customers buy a car “on time” gave it an important advantage over Ford, where the very idea was anathema to Henry Ford.
The 1929 Chevrolet:  Chevy boss William Knudsen held back the most note worthy feature of the all new 1928 Chevy until 1929.  The so-called stove bolt six, which produced 46HP, six more than Henry Fords Model A Four banger.                    To be continued …………………..
