The Chevy Volt is Here!!

Last week | took some time to research and study the new
Chevy Volt. Here are some of my thoughts: First of all let me
be clear what | think the Volt is not. It is not the automobile
reinvented. It will not be the savior of General Motors. It is
not going to stop polar ice caps from melting. But it’s a very
well-engineered car.

It's a “pure” electric car until its battery is depleted to a pre-
determined level, then it becomes a “series” hybrid, like a
diesel locomotive, which is always electrically driven but
carries an engine to power a generator that provides the
electricity to drive the car.

The “Voltec” propulsion system begins with a 149 hp electric
drive motor that generates 237ft Ibs of torque. There is no
shifting or power train noise. On battery alone, the car has a
range of about 40 miles. When the battery runs down, the
84hp DOHC dual variable-valve-timing 1.4 liter engine fires
up driving the generator to keep electricity flowing to the drive
motor.

The battery is GM-engineered, weighs 435 pounds and is
composed of 288 liquid cooled lithium-ion phosphate/
manganese cells. Every cell is precisely temperature
controlled and micro-balanced by four individual controllers.
GM says the pack is designed to last 10 years in normal
service and warrants it for 8 years/100,000 miles.  Full-
recharge times are about 4 hours on 240 volt power, 10 to 12
hours on 120 volt power.

Cost of the Volt is $41,000 (before a $7500 Federal incentive
and any other available local incentives.) | really believe the
Volt is a potential game changer and should enjoy a good
future — IF (and it’s a big if) GM can get its cost down and
volume up over the next few years.

Being a conservative | have a tough time accepting American
taxpayers supporting American industries. Then remember my
days on the farm, and taxpayers handing over $10 billion to
$30 billion to American agribusinesses every single year. My
hope is that keeping the Volt alive in spite of the economics
will prove a smart move in the long term, because the
investment in the technology that drives this car is also an
investment in the future of auto-making in this country.

Magazine “Car of the Year” and to the new Chevy Silverado
Heavy-Duty Pick-up truck named Motor Trend magazine
“Truck of the Year”.
